11/2000 – 09/2003 :
Senior Consultant & Trainer at Valtech-UK, London
Consulting at Kent Police: the problem was to put in place a team of programmers with no Java experience into a J2EE environment. They had absolutely no process in place and were willing to have one.
My job was first to introduce this team (I cannot tell much about it as it was
about undercover operations and I am obviously not allowed to give details) to software iterative process (RUP), OOAD, UML and Java. This work was made of a mix of training and practice on their concrete project. I have led the team containing the programmers, the team leader, the business expert and the Senior project officer in order to let them use the RUP in their project with all the relevant artefacts. We have written all the Use Cases together.
From these Use Cases we have extracted the Domain Model. We have also written the Contracts, System Sequence Diagrams, Collaboration Diagrams, State Diagrams and so on.
I have put in place several artefacts, such as the Risk List, the Software
Architecture Document, and the Iteration Plan. I have integrated unit
testing as a standard in the programming practices. I worked in close
contact with a J2EE architect, as this project was J2EE with Oracle
Application Server.
I also have organised and assessed the iteration I have put in place.

Consulting at Powergen:  They had a team of analysts with a process in place and a team of programmers with other habits. They were stuck in a project, as they could not make these 2 teams working together in a satisfactory way. My role has been to work with them in order to unify their process and let them work efficiently. I have then introduced RUP and UML to both team and participated in their project until they reach the point they feel free to work without me. I made sure that both team were able to understand each other work and use it efficiently in an iterative process. I introduced the integration of changes in the requirements as a standard way of working while converging to the solution.
